I've watched Shanlee develop new skills in League over the past several
years. So with that in mind, here’s how my friend could benefit from
League: First of all, she doesn't like spreadsheets. Most people who
aren’t accountants don't like spreadsheets. But they are a powerful tool
for managing budgets and timelines. If she was in Junior League, she’d
learn how to use a spreadsheet to track cookbooks in inventory, manage
donor lists, and review budgets.

Speaking of budgets, she had never created or managed one for an
organization before. If she was in Junior League, she would have the
opportunity to be the treasurer and manage the annual budget. She
would have the opportunity to sit on the board and develop a strategic
plan.

She was also concerned about motivating her team. How could she get
them to perform? You can make someone do a task if you have the
authority. But to motivate people to succeed, you need more than

authority. If she was in Junior League, she’'d have experience motivating
and leading volunteers. It's not easy. It takes practice, patience and per -
sistence. It requires that you communicate clearly, find common ground

and treat each other with respect. My friend will figure these things

out, It'’s too bad she didn’t have the opportunity to learn them already in
Junior League.

I’'m proud to be the husband of a Junior League member. I've also

learned a lot. | can use a spreadsheet, now. Family meetings have an
agenda and last no more than an hour and a half. And I'm trying to moti -
vate the kids to clean their rooms. Leading these “volunteers” isn’t

easy—I can’t really fire them. Wish me luck.
