First Impressions Recipe Corner
Warm up to spring with some soup!
Chili Blanco (Pg. 99)

1 pound dried white beans 7 0z can chopped green chiles

6 cups chicken broth 2-3 tsp ground cumin

1 tsp chicken stock base 2 tsp oregano

2 chopped onions 4 cups chopped cooked chicken

1 TB oil 1 cup sour cream

6-8 garlic cloves, minced 3 cups shredded Monterey Jack cheese

Rinse and sort beans. Combine the chicken broth and chicken stock base in a large saucepan. Simmer, covered for 2
hours. Saute the onions in the oil in a skillet until golden brown. Add to the bean mixture with the garlic, green chiles,
cumin, oregano, cayenne pepper and chicken. Simmer for 30 minutes longer or until the beans are tender.

Add the sour cream and cheese and heat until the cheese melts. Serve with sour cream, green onions, cilantro and
chopped tomatoes.
